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Minutes from the 

October 5th Meeting

President Morty Bailey called the meeting to order.  

Morty thanked the Vaughan’s for hosting the day’s event.

A motion was made, second and passed to accept the Secretary’s report that was printed in the July newsletter.

Leila McDanolds then gave the Treasurer’s report.  A $500 scholarship has been awarded to Joe Angel of East Randolph.  The money was mailed to him at the beginning of September.  

In all of the Club’s various accounts we have a total of $11586.98.

From the Expo, the silent auction raised $1466.12, t-shirt sales totaled $3350, raffle ticket sales raised $697, vendor fees equaled $550, $660 was paid in membership fees.  In all, $6723.12 was deposited following the Expo.  The club doubled their income from the previous Expo.  The club then paid the New Boston Police Department $731.68 for security during the Expo.  Leila was not sure what the gate total was, and unfortunately Tom Miller was not on hand at the meeting to report that figure.  Leila estimates it costs $5000 to put on the Expo.

A motion was made to accept the Treasurer’s report as presented.  The motion was second and passed.

Leila then reported that the North Haverhill Fair Association presented the Club with a check for $650 for the display at this year’s Fair.  The club also earned $35 for being in the parade.

Morty then called for old business.

Duffy McDanolds reported that Tom Miller had contacted him recently to say that the 4-H Foundation has invited the Club back to do another Expo.  They have offered to do a pig roast on Saturday night.  The Foundation is also building dormitories on the fairgrounds.  Once completed, we would be able to use the rooms during the Expo, for approximately $10 a night.  Expo 4 meetings will begin after Christmas.  Anyone interested in being a part of the committee is invited to attend.

It was asked how many tractors attended Expo.  There is no exact count, but according to Tom’s report in the last newsletter, 145 tractors were registered.

Leila thanked Margaret for all of her hard work on raffle ticket sales this year.  In all, we have raised $930.  Club members were asked to send back any raffle tickets they have sold.

Hale Mattoon made a motion to table the lifetime membership discussion, from last meeting, until a later date.  The motion was second and passed.

Morty called for new business.

Mrs. John Clark mentioned that the club members might be interested in attending the Vermont Agricultural Museum Field Days in Randolph next summer.  The two-day event includes a tractor pull, tractor, equipment and motor displays.  This year the event was held on July 5th and 6th.  Mrs. Clark will get more information on the event for anyone interested.

Ralph Reed started a discussion about getting Doug Flint, a former member, back into the club.  Ralph was reassured that Mr. Flint did not need to pay all his past club dues, but rather just join the club as a new member.  Duffy suggested that Doug attend meetings as a guest.  Morty suggested that we add him to our mailing list to receive newsletters.  Hale made a motion to make Doug and his wife honorary lifetime members of the Club.  The motion was second and passed.  Kris Vaughan was asked to send a letter to the Flint’s to inform them of their membership status.

Morty called for volunteers for the nominating committee.  Ralph Reed offered to be on the committee.  Following some discussion, Marshall Hubbard and Stan Clark were recommended for this position.  Ralph will contact Marshall and Stan to ask them to serve on the committee.

Kris reported that a thank you note was sent to the North Haverhill Fair Association to thank them for housing the Club’s wagon under cover last winter.  The Association has offered to house it again this year.

The next meeting will be held at Morty’s house.  There will be a gift exchange.  All members wishing to be a part of this tradition are asked to bring a $5 to $10 (or homemade) gift.

A motion was made, second and passed to adjourn the meeting.
