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Model D
1939 — 1953

Preceded by the Models A and
B, the D was the third model to
receive Dreyfuss’s styling. The
engine and  transmission
remained the same as the las§
unstyled version, but electric
starting and/or lighting

gradually became a more
popular option.

In 1939, the D featured round-
spoke front and 28-inch rear
wheels. From #150617, it was
changed to disc-type fronts and
30-inch rears. With wartime
rubber shortages, all models
reverted to steel wheels. The D
retained the water injection
system for the whole of its
production.

The Model D was built for
thirty years, longer than any
other tractor. When production
ended in 1952, such was the
D’s popularity that a further
batch had to be built; these
were known as “Streeters” as
they were assembled in the
street between the millroom
and truck shop at the Waterloo
works.
